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Short Description

This course is designed to introduce the student to the various approaches of translating literary
texts , taking into account the historical , the cultural , the aesthetic and the linguistic dimensions
of these texts, be them source language or target language ones. In this course, the student will be

translating mainly texts extracted from novels and short stories, i.e. narrative type texts.

Course Objectives

This course aims to train students to translate various literary types from and to the English and
Arabic languages. This course aims to enhance students’ understanding of the linguistic and
stylistic features of English literary works, and to enable them to master the basic strategies and

techniques for translating such works into Arabic.
