Short Description

This course provides an overview of American literary traditions and their historical and cultural contexts.
Through a selection of literary texts, students will explore themes and ideas that reflect American society
and culture. Topics covered include the development of American literary movements, cultural influences,
and social issues. Students will engage in critical analysis and interpretation of literary texts, as well as
develop their own writing skills through various assignments and activities. By the end of the course,
students will have a deeper understanding and appreciation of American literature and its significance to
American culture and society.

Course Objectives

1. Enhance students' comprehension of literary styles across various eras.

2. Familiarize students with important American literary figures and their contributions.

3. Examine examples of both fictional and non-fictional prose, as well as a diverse range of poetry

from the colonial period until the late 1800s.

4. Critically analyse thematic concepts in American Literature.

5. Produce creative and analytical writing on selected pieces of work from significant American
writers and poets.
